Primary Findings:
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Iowa has a historical link to the craft brewing industry

Iowa has an interesting tie to the birth of 
the craft beer industry.  Frederick Louis 
(Fritz) Maytag III established the first 
craft beer brewery when he purchased the 
Anchor Brewing Company in San 
Francisco in 1965. 

He was the great-grandson of 
the founder of the Maytag 
Corporation, which was 
headquartered in Newton, Iowa.  
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The growth spurt 
since 2009 owes 
major credit to a law 
change than allowed 
craft breweries to 
begin producing high 
alcohol content (over 
5% alcohol) beer.
